74 players were still standing for Round 4. Ten different teams were picked in this round - every game featured.

This round kicked off with a Saturday lunchtime game as Everton hosted Tottenham at Goodison Park - Martin Brown and Tony Raybould had picked Spurs but they go out after a last minute
equaliser, resulting 2-2. In the 3pm games, Brighton had their derby with Crystal Palace at the Amex - Adele Jones, Dave Nicholls, Jackie Milton and John Roberts had picked the Seagulls
and they eased through with a 4-1 win.
